
Required Student Application Documents  
 
Parish Verification Form:  This form must be submitted directly to your pastor for his 
signature for verification of active participation in your parish community.  This form is 
available on our website to print and deliver to your parish office. The parish will return 
the signed form directly to Holy Redeemer School.   
 
Baptismal and Birth Certificate: A copy of each is required for all applicants and must be 
uploaded to the application or emailed to the Enrollment Office. 
 
Immunization Records: As required by Georgia law, an updated Georgia Certificate of 
Immunization form 3231 and Georgia Department of Public Health Certificate of vision, hearing, 
dental and nutrition screening form 3300 must be uploaded to the application or emailed to the 
Enrollment Office. Please see immunization regulations below: 
 
o​ Five doses of DTP or DTap, DT, TD or a combination of these, with the last after the fourth 

birthday. 
o​ Four doses of oral or inactivated polio vaccine (OPV) or (IPV) with the last after the fourth 

birthday. 
o​ Two doses of MMR vaccine, with the last after the fourth birthday. 
o​ Three doses of Hepatitis B vaccine at recommended intervals. 
o​ Two doses of Varicella, or verification of disease. 
o​ Three doses of Hib vaccine at recommended intervals. 
o​ Two doses of Hepatitis A at recommended intervals 
o​ All students who are entering 7th grade will be required to have Tdap (Tetanus, Diphtheria 

and Pertussis) booster and meningococcal conjugate vaccines before entering school. 
 
Request for Release of Records Form:   Parents of all applicants must submit the Release 
of Records to your child’s current school.  Records must be received directly to the 
Enrollment Office from the current school.  
 
Student Recommendation Form:  The appropriate Student Recommendation Form 
(PreK-4, Kindergarten, Grade 1) (Grades 2-5) (Grades 6-8) must be completed by the 
applicant’s current teacher. An email address must be supplied through the application.
